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Council Meeting Minutes

January 14, 2007

I.) OPENING
A.) Pastor Kind opened the council meeting with a prayer.

II.) REVIEW OF December 3, 2006 COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

Rosa Linke moved to approve the minutes as presented from the December 3, 2006 Chapel Council meeting.  James Boldt seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
III.) REPORTS
A.) President and Elders-Jason Havemeier

1.) On December 17th, the elders met with Pastor Kind to review and refine a letter of response addressed to the MNS District Constitution Committee.  Besides the letter, Pastor Kind and the elders discussed recommendations for the President and Vice-Presidents of Synod.

2.) Dennis Bauer has informed me that ULC has $3663 leftover in outside mission support funding.  Therefore, per the approval of the congregation at the November 11, 2006 Voters’ Meeting, the funding will be disbursed in the following manner:

a.) $500 for Higher Things

b.) $500 for Good News magazine which is edited by Rev. Dr. Wallace Schulz

c.) $600 for the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Kenya to purchase bread and wine for Holy Communion.  This money will be directed specifically to Pastor Gordon Alex who will soon be serving 10 congregations with each congregation having a membership of 20-40 people.

d.) The remaining balance of $2063 will be provided to LCMS World Relief and Human Care.  Pastor Kind has sought Rev. Matthew Harrison’s advice on a particular project to support.  Rev. Harrison is the Executive Director for LCMS World Relief and Human Care.  Rev. Harrison recommended supporting a Wittenberg Center for Confessional Lutheranism project.    

3.) As a reminder, a Voters’ Meeting has been scheduled for February 25th.  A letter will be sent out in about a week with an agenda.  Chapel Council members are asked to provide reports updating the congregation on any new developments since the November Voters’ Meeting.  Please submit any reports by February 4th.  In addition, please let me know by the end of January if you would be willing to serve again in 2007 either in the same position or in a different position.

I.) Properties—James Boldt

1.) Jim mentioned that there was a water leak in the boiler room associated with the main water line due to pipe fittings that were rusting out.  New pipe fittings have been installed.  The approximate cost of repairs was $1900, which will be reimbursed by the District.

The LSF chapter at U of MN-Morris will be hosting the retreat with Dr. Uwe Siemen-Netto as the speaker.  Dr. Uwe Siemen-Netto will address the topic of bearing “fruit in keeping with repentance”, particularly with regard to career vocation.
V.) OLD BUSINESS

A.) Update on ULC CD Project
1.) Pastor Kind indicated that equipment necessary for recording footage for the CD project has been purchased, namely a tripod and digital video camera.  Therefore, initial production efforts can begin.  It is also desired to have the capability of editing video in-house rather than outsourcing.  However, in order to do so, it may be necessary to consider purchasing video editing software and possibly a new computer also.
2.) Pastor Kind has been communicating with Debbie Moe, a U of MN Film Arts student, who has expressed interest in helping with the CD Project.  Debbie Moe is the daughter of Pastor John Moe, who is serving at St. John’s Lutheran Church in Rosemount, MN.
V.) OLD BUSINESS (Continued)
B.) Develop action plan for revising ISCRC duties
1.) The general consensus of the Council was to postpone amending the duties of the ISCRC coordinator position until it is learned how ULC can help the District in its outreach efforts to international students.  
VI.) NEW BUSINESS

A.) Designating Portion of Pastor Kind’s 2007 salary as Housing Allowance
1.) At the December 3rd, 2006 meeting, the Chapel Council approved designating $38,000 of Pastor Kind’s 2006 salary as housing allowance.  Since the December meeting, Dennis Bauer requested that Chapel Council also designate a portion of Pastor Kind’s 2007 salary as housing allowance.  When asked about the amount to designate as housing allowance, Pastor Kind requested that $38,000 of his 2007 salary be allocated for this purpose.  Rosa Linke moved to approve Pastor Kind’s 2007 housing allowance request.  James Boldt seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
B.) Reimbursement Request for Circuit Volleyball League Fee
1.) Since a sufficient number of members from ULC expressed interest in the circuit volleyball league, Jason Havemeier requested an opinion from the council on how the $60 registration fee should be handled.  Rather than splitting cost among those already playing, it was decided that the congregation would cover the cost.  Therefore, since Jason Havemeier had already paid the registration fee, he requested reimbursement.  James Boldt moved to approve the reimbursement request and Rosa Linke seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

A.) The date for the next Chapel Council meeting will be set after officer elections at the next congregational voters’ meeting scheduled for February 25, 2007.
