I.) OPENING
Pastor Kind opened the council meeting with a prayer.
I.) REVIEW OF AGENDA

Pastor Kind moved to approve the agenda for the January 20, 2008 Council meeting. Rosa Linke seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
III.) REVIEW OF November 18, 2007 COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
Rosa Link moved to approve the minutes of the November 18, 2007 Council meeting. Patton Hoffarth seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
IV.) REPORTS
A.) President and Elders-Jason Havemeier

1.) I am planning to attend the elders’ retreat that will be hosted at Concordia University, St. Paul on January 25th and 26th. Rev. Dr. Harold Senkbeil from Concordia Theological Seminary, Ft. Wayne will be the speaker.
2.) With regard to addressing revisions needed to the Ministry Understandings and Agreements between ULC and the MN South District, I regrettably have nothing new to report at this time.

3.) Mr. Dave Strege of Mt. Hope Redemption Lutheran Church contacted me this past Thursday to learn if members of ULC would be interested in participating in a circuit volleyball league once again this year. The tentative season schedule will last from February 3rd to March 16th (Palm Sunday). Games will occur on Sunday afternoons. The cost for each congregation to participate is $60. If interested, please let me know.

4.) Since elections for congregation officers will be addressed at the February 2008 Voters’ Meeting, please let me know by the end of January/ beginning of February if you would be willing to serve again in 2008 either in the same position or in a different position. In addition, if there is anyone whom you would like to recommend for a particular position, this information would be greatly appreciated as well.

B.) Pastor Kind

1.) We are gearing up for the return of the students after break.

2.) Bible Studies:

Deaconess Mitchell will have another attempt at a Bible Study at Coffman Union, now on Tuesday nights Table Talk will begin a new topic this week: On Gender and Identity. Didache continues on Thursday nights. We currently have 6 people in the class, 4 of whom potentially may become members of ULC.

3.) Library:

Over the break I have spent some bit of time on our library. Cataloging is coming along very nicely. Almost all of the books have been logged into the system. I have already made most of our media acquisitions for 2008. In addition to several very fine theological books on Lutheranism and a host of the regular subjects already represented in our library, we are also expanding our collection into books on ecclesiastical arts, into music (recordings primarily of Lutheran liturgical works) and a few classic DVDs. My hope is that by providing a somewhat greater breadth of material the library will be of greater use to our members and students, yet will maintain its very solid confessionally Lutheran and theological character. Some new artwork has been added as well.

4.) Art Studio:

We are turning the currently unused room at the top of the stairs (formerly the ISCRC room) into a liturgical arts studio through funding from the rummage sale. We plan to offer liturgical art workshops to help introduce people to the arts used in the church historically and to help train them in practically producing such art as they are able. Ideally we will introduce a new artistic medium every year or two and expand the studio as we go, while producing high-quality art for use in our church at the same time. I hope this will provide another point of outreach toward the university and community and benefit our congregation and her members directly at the same time – plus be lots of fun!

5.) Website:

I am beginning to rethink the design of our website. I will probably undertake a complete redesign over the summer months Deo volente.

6.) Outside Engagements:

I have been asked to travel to St. Louis in April to help advise Concordia Publishing House on their youth/college age product development I will also be attending the Christ on Campus conference to be held this May in Knoxville, TN.

I have been asked to again serve as Chaplain at the Higher Things Gathering this summer in Scranton PA.

7.) Undercroft:

The TV (17 years old) no longer works. We are replacing it using rummage sale funds with a large 1080p HD projection TV. This will be very cool and should appeal to our students.
