I.) REVIEW OF AGENDA

Our revised draft is not perfect, but I think that it presents the information fairly. We met for over 2 hours last night wordsmithing everything. proposed changes (which were made almost entirely by Brian and I), and then made a layer of changes on top of them. Consequently, a majority of our desired changes/statements were included in the final version. Pragman is to send out the finished document today or tomorrow for final review/approval from the team.
